More and more employers realize the value of
providing employees with easy and affordable
access to attorneys who specialize in consumer
and family law. However, depending upon your
problem or your relationship with your employer,
you may be reluctant, embarrassed or fearful to
use this service. |

The Martindale-Hubbell Law Directory:

For over 100 years, this has been the most
complete listing of attorneys in the U.S. and
Canada. This directory can be helpful if you have a
complex out-of-state problem. Some libraries have
this service and every major law firm has a set. You

The N.H. Bar Lawyer Referral Service:

The New Hampshire Bar Association operates
a referral service that screens your problem and
refers you to an attorney who has experience with
your particular problem.

N.H. Bar Pro Bono Program:

If you qualify, you could be referred for a Pro
Bono (free) attorney.

This is normally a good source for finding
many products and services, but if you have seen
the multitudinous ads and listings for lawyers, the
yellow pages are unlikely to help you choose a
lawyer based on competence and experience.
