Is Fertility a Disability?

Many of you have heard of the Ameri-
cans with Disabilities Act that requires cer-
tain accommodation of people with disabili-
ties at their place of work.

In one case, a woman in Louisiana was
let go when she refused to work a full sched-
ule so she could undergo fertility treatment.

The ADA defines a disability as a physi-
cal and mental impairment that substan-
tially limits a major life activity. The em-

ployee in this case said reproduction was a
major life activity. How would you rule?

The Court said the ADA listed such things
as walking, seeing, speaking, breathing and
working as major life activities, because a
person must do these things throughout the
day—day in and day out.

However, the Court said a person is not
called upon to reproduce throughout the day,
every day.
